
INSTALLATION AND FINISHING INSTRUCTIONS FOR EXTERIOR PRE PRIMED PROFILES
Hume Pine produces weatherboard, fascia and exterior moulding profiles from plantation grown Finger Jointed New Zealand Radiata Pine which has been kiln dried, pressure treated to hazard class H3.1 and factory primer coated with oil based primer. 
It is important to remember that timber is a natural product and that it will react to changes in climatic conditions during the life of the product. Uneven swelling, raised grain and resin bleed are generally due to varying climatic conditions. It is possible to minimise this however by adhering to the following recommendations, 
Storage and handling

As the product is kiln dried, care must be taken to make sure the product remains dry at all times during storage and delivery to site. Kiln dried timber will absorb moisture from the atmosphere, which can lead to dimensional change by expanding and contracting according to the moisture content of the product. Weatherboards must be stored on a well ventilated level surface, on bearers at least 150mm off the ground, protected from direct sunlight and moisture prior to installation and painting. 

Installation
It is important to install timber weatherboards according to the New Zealand Standard NZS 3604:1999. We also suggest reading the BRANZ publication “Good Timber Cladding Practice” as a guide to installation practices.

Ensure the profile is close to its equilibrium moisture content (EMC) of 8% to 14% prior to installation.  

During installation any defects should be cut out of the boards and the off cuts used where practical. It is important to single nail all weatherboard profiles and take care not to nail through the weather grooves as this may cause splitting or movement of the board. Nailing by hand is recommended as pneumatic nail guns can cause damage to the surface of the profile. (Refer to NZS 3604:1999 and / or Acceptable Solution E2/ASI for Installation Requirements)
Punch all nails 2mm below the profile surface, fill the holes with exterior grade filler and spot prime all cut ends and exposed timber with Dulux Premium Oil Based Undercoat or Acrylic Undercoat 
Painting

All exterior timber profiles must be painted in accordance to the New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 2311:2009 Guide to the painting of timber buildings.

The primer paint on weather boards is designed as preparatory coating and not as a protective coating for the product. All pre primed weatherboard; fascia and mouldings must be painted with a quality three coat paint system within four weeks of installation. 

If the primer has been exposed to the weather for an extended period of time or become chalky, it may be necessary to sand and re-prime the profile. 
Painting continued

Remove all loose material and lightly sand the surface of the product. Apply one coat of Dulux Oil Based Primer or Dulux Acrylic Primer Undercoat and sand to an even finish. Apply two coats of Dulux Weathershield X10 or another premium acrylic exterior paint in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

It is recommended that the primer undercoat and first topcoat are applied prior to installation to save time and protect the product prior to installation.
As timber can swell and shrink due to the moisture content caused by climate changes we recommend that a minimum of 50mm from the top of the board be painted the same colour as the top coat, to avoid the primer coat being exposed.
It is important to avoid the use of dark colours as they absorb heat from the sun, this will cause excessive movement, surface checking and resin bleed.  Paints with a Light Reflective Value (LRV) of above 40% are recommended.
Maintenance

It is recommended that you gently wash the painted exterior weatherboard surfaces of your home once a year to remove any dirt or contaminants, re paint the exterior according to paint manufacturers recommendations. 

Important Notes

It is up to the installer / owner of the property to ensure the product is installed painted according to the current New Zealand Building Code and relevant standards applicable. The installer is the last point of quality control and should not use any product he/she believes not to be fit for the purpose. Hume Pine NZ Ltd accepts no liability for any losses incurred from the failure to adhere to good building practices.   
Health and Safety

Health and safety precautions should be adhered to when working with all wood products. Machine tools should be fitted with dust extractors and work areas should be kept clean. If dust levels exceed Work safe New Zealand Standards, the wearing of a dust mask (AS/NZS 1715 & AS/NZS 1716) and protective eyewear (AS/NZS 1336 & AS/NZS 1337) is recommended. Storage and work areas should be adequately ventilated.
